Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes
Cathlamet Public Library, 

Thursday, April 13, 2017 -12:45 pm 

 Minutes:
     Jean Beerbower called a work session to order at 12:51pm as there was not yet a quorum. Others present were trustee Rose Rendler, librarian Carol Blix, and Town Council liaison Richard Swart. Trustees Stephanie Leitz and Mary Bush were absent. Trustee Diana Zimmerman arrived at 1:20pm, whereupon the actual meeting was called to order. Diana moved, and Rose seconded that the March 9, 2017 meeting minutes and March Vouchers would be approved. They were subsequently approved by unanimous vote. 

     The librarian reported that circulation was 1005 in March up from 961 in February. The annual state report is due at the end of April, the New York Times Newspaper is being donated, over 50 DVDs were donated with some going to the book sale this weekend and some into the library collection, and many books were also donated for the sale, there is a circulation computer keyboard glitch. Carol is trying to arrange dates and times for a CPR/AED class with Duncan for the staff, and a staff emergency preparedness class with Beau Renfro. Furniture and tech inventories, and an upgraded volunteer handbook are still on her to-do list.
Old Business:

     Of the $2,000 left from county: Carol is looking for other genealogy sites, and tech items (printer and mini barcode scanner) for purchase. The LCC IT Tech came to the library during the meeting install Reset/Reboot on the public computers from LCC, but MorePowerTech says they installed something else. MorePowerTech will contact LCC’s tech to see if they can have the same configuration for all of the public computers. As the weather gets better, Carol will see if Public Works can do something about the water runoff and the slippery front deck. A Volunteer Fair at the Community center is planned for Wednesday April 26th. Kelly Patterson is contacting local community group leaders, Carol will work on advertising, and a blurb about what kind of library volunteers are needed (e.g. to work with Rose on a regular Wednesday 11 AM-2 PM library opening.)

The author visit with Lilly Brock had 18 attendees and she’s coming back in May to donate her newest book on a European Theater Veteran. Carol showed board members both sides of a draft of a survey for the library. She will contact Dave Tramblie, PUD manager about the possibility of including the Library survey that she developed into the PUD bill mailings. She’ll need to find out the lead time, number of copies, and size of paper. It could get better returns if those who returned surveys would get their names entered in a drawing for a $25 gift certificate. She should talk to the Mayor about the gift certificate idea.

MorePowerTech has set up one of our printers to enable people to connect to it to print wirelessly. We discussed the new Policy on Animals in the Library. There was no other old business. 

New Business: 
     There was discussion on establishing consequences for breaking rules on the library’s computer use policy. Suggested punishments were a 6th month ban from the public computers on the first offense, a year’s ban on the second, and a permanent ban on the third offense. Anytime Library no longer offers e-magazine subscriptions. Carol can investigate Zinio and Flipster as an alternative source. Carol had an offer for 15 ASL videos for $50. It was decided that there hasn’t been a great interest so far, and we don’t have sufficient shelf space at this time. Some of the videos were fairly specialized. The future of the Koha circulation system that we use being hosted by the state library is in jeopardy with LSTA funding cuts. Carol will ask for a brief description of Koha for the town council and look for alternatives.. There was no other new business.

     The next meeting date is Thursday, May 4th, at the library, 12:45pm. Meeting adjourned at 2:02 pm.
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
