Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes

 Minutes:
     Jean Beerbower called the meeting to order at 12:49pm. Other trustees present were Diana Zimmerman, and Rose Rendler. Also attending was librarian Carol Blix. Trustees Stephanie Leitz and Mary Bush were absent. Richard Swart, town council liaison, was not able to attend. Diana moved, and Rose seconded that the February 2, 2016 meeting minutes and February Vouchers would be approved. They were subsequently approved by unanimous vote. 

The librarian reported that circulation was 961 in February, up from 906 in January. The Library’s trial library subscription to Ancestry.com didn’t work out well; the link to the website failed when the one patron came to see it, the annual state report is due in April, we have a new student volunteer: Ayesha Ahmed, volunteer Ashely Martin has agreed to be the library’s Facebook guru, the baby changing table is installed and new flags are flying on new rope on our flagpole, volunteers have been working on a few circ. system glitches, a patron had to be restricted from using the public computers for leaving bookmarks to pornographic sites, Carol is trying to arrange dates and times for a CPR/AED class with Duncan for the staff, and a staff emergency preparedness class with Beau Renfro. Furniture and tech inventories, and an upgraded volunteer handbook are still on my to-do list.

Old Business:

     Of the $2,000 left from county: Ancestry.com trial library subscriptions don’t offer all features and it costs $1285 annually. There wasn’t much patron interest. Carol is looking for other genealogy sites.
     The LCC IT Tech came to the library during the meeting install Reset/Reboot on the public computers from LCC.
     The rubber mat is a temporary solution for the slipping issue on the front deck. A patron suggested that better drainage in the parking lot could lessen the amount of water flowing onto the deck from the sidewalk, if Public Works could saw a water channel into the concrete at the head of the sidewalk.
Carol contacted Kelly Patterson, Community Center Manager, about a Volunteer Fair. It is planned for Wednesday April 26th. Kelly is contacting local community group leaders. 
     Carol showed the board members a draft of the front page of a possible library survey.

We are considering a possible regular Wednesday morning library opening from 11:00am-2pm, with the library continuing to stay open with another set of volunteers until 5pm. Rose Rendler has offered to work that earlier shift. Carol needs to find another volunteer who will work with her.
     Author Lilly Brock of Cathlamet was invited to come and present a program on Saturday, March 18th from 2-4pm. She’ll be accompanied by a member of the PT Boat Restoration Assoc.

     MorePowerTech and Beau Renfro have been contacted to set up one of our printers to enable people to connect to it to print wirelessly.

     There was no other old business. 

New Business: 
     There was discussion on the need for a policy on animals in the library – especially “service” animals without credentials. The librarian was instructed to put a sign on the front door that the library allows credentialed service animals only, and to ask patrons with animals to show their animal’s credentials. [Upon further research Carol discovered that the law limits the business to ask two specific questions to determine whether it is a legitimate service animal.]

     It was recommended that consequences for breaking the computer policy be added to it at the next meeting.

     Diana asked if magazines could be added to the Anytime Library’s ebooks and audiobooks. She was also interested in whether the library could get a subscription to the New York Times newspaper.
      The next meeting date would normally be Thursday, April 6th, but may need to be changed for Spring Vacation conflicts? Rose will not be able to attend if the meeting is April 6th. Thursday, April 13th would be a better date for the next meeting at the library, 12:45pm. There was no other new business. Meeting adjourned at 1:43 pm.
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
