2. Librarian Report – Physical circ stats for March 1-31 (the last day we were open was Saturday the 14th) was 250 vs 576 for February. The Annual State library report was completed and submitted. The inventory of Adult Fiction has been completed. There were many records with no items on the shelf or incorrect coding (Junior Fiction marked as Adult Fiction, too many spaces in call number, or incomplete call numbers) that have been corrected. Carol is ready to delete withdrawn items, and those that have been missing for many years.
Old Business: 
1. Google Partners job seekers and small businesses workshops with Elizabeth Ikaukea from the state library has been cancelled and is on hold to set new dates. The Poetry workshop with State Poet Laureate Claudia Casto Luna was cancelled. Her schedule will probably not allow a new date. The April Foundation book sale was also cancelled.
2. Summer Reading Program plans on hold for now (to see whether we can cook up an online version of summer reading program for kids with internet access, or can do outdoor activities.) Any suggestions?
3. Leslie Billington is still waiting for the town council to vote on her application to go on the library board. They are deferring all “non-essential” business decisions for later.
New Business: 
1. We have advertised free temporary library cards (good thorough June 30th) for Washington Anytime Library’s downloadable ebooks and audiobooks. Carolyn Peterson from the state library is emailing contact info to me to see if they will pay to renew cards afterward. Overdrive, the parent company has waived fees at this time.
