1. Call to order by Chair Jean Beerbower.
2. Approval of June 7, 2020 meeting minutes and June Vouchers. 
3. Librarian Report – Physical circ stats for June 14-31. The inventory of Junior Fiction is half finished. Many revised call numbers are needing to be corrected. Carol has asked Bywater Solutions to come up with a way to send announcements to active patrons with emails about our reopening.
Old Business: 

1. The library started curbside pickup on June 17th and a limited reopening on June 24th after Leslie helped Carol develop a COVID plan and procedures for the library, and Carol did a Zoom training with volunteers. Checkouts have been light. Returned materials are being quarantined for 72 hours before being shelved. (The Library’s website was down for about a week with domain issues starting June 12th or so. We were able to get an alternate catalog address published in the June 18th Eagle. An alternate website address is being developed. The state library will pay for it for the first 5 years, and then pay half the cost the 6th year.) Two volunteers are not able to continue at this time.
2. Summer Reading Program bags were ready to hand out on the curbside table yesterday, with CSLP imaginary-themed activity packets, reading logs, imaginative art/poetry/short story writing contest info, gift books, a reader’s challenge bingo card, and small prizes. Leslie helped a lot with filling them. An article on Summer Reading appeared in today’s Eagle. Carol plans to post updated online activities on the library website and Facebook.  
3. Carolyn Peterson at the state library has been emailing contact info to Carol for people who applied for temporary library cards that work on Washington Anytime Library to download e-books and audiobooks. Those people need to be contacted to see if they want to purchase regular library cards.
New Business: 

1. Carol applied for a grant for PPE and another grant for 5 mobile hot spots for the library. The state awarded Cathlamet Public Library $350 for PPE! We haven’t heard yet on the hotspot grant.

2. PW replaced the lighting fixture in the back foyer, installed security cameras inside the front and back doors, and was replacing and painting the rotten railings at the back of the library and behind the dumpster!

3. Newsbank contacted Carol with subscription information for after December 2020, when the state library will no longer pay. She told them we’d have to look at usage vs cost. Last year Newsbank was accessed 45 times by our patrons. The subscription was over $100/year. BUT, they do have daily posting of Longview Daily News and Chinook Observer articles (not pictures),
